L. 114-53) or any other FY 2016 appropriations act that extends to FY 2016 funds the same prohibitions as
contained in sections 743 of division E, title VII, of the Consolidated and Further Continuing Appropriations Act,
2015 (Pub. L. 113-235) may be prohibited, if the Government determines that the Contractor is not in compliance
with the provisions of this clause.

(2) The Government may seek any available remedies in the event the Contractor fails to perform in accordance
with the terms and conditions of the contract as a result of Government action under this clause.

252.204-7004 ALTERNATE A, SYSTEM FOR AWARD MANAGEMENT (FEB 2014)
(a) Definitions. As used in this provision—

“System for Award Management (SAM) database” means the primary Government repository for
contractor information required for the conduct of business with the Government.

“Commercial and Government Entity (CAGE) code” means—

(1) A code assigned by the Defense Logistics Information Service (DLIS) to identify a commercial or
Government entity; or

(2) A code assigned by a member of the North Atlantic Treaty Organization that DLIS records and
maintains in the CAGE master file. This type of code is known as an “NCAGE code.”

“Data Universal Numbering System (DUNS) number” means the 9-digit number assigned by Dun and
Bradstreet, Inc. (D&B) to identify unique business entities.

“Data Universal Numbering System +4 (DUNS+4) number” means the DUNS number assigned by D&B
plus a 4-character suffix that may be assigned by a business concern. (D&B has no affiliation with this 4-
character suffix.) This 4-character suffix may be assigned at the discretion of the business concern to
establish additional SAM records for identifying alternative Electronic Funds Transfer (EFT) accounts
(see FAR 32.11) for the same parent concern.

252.215-7008 ONLY ONE OFFER (OCT 2013)

(a) After initial submission of offers, the Offeror agrees to submit any subsequently requested additional cost or
pricing data if the Contracting Officer notifies the Offeror that--

(1) Only one offer was received; and

(2) Additional cost or pricing data is required in order to determine whether the price is fair and reasonable or to
comply with the statutory requirement for certified cost or pricing data (10 U.S.C. 2306a and FAR 15.403-3).

(b) Requirement for submission of additional cost or pricing data. Except as provided in paragraph (c) of this
provision, the Offeror shall submit additional cost or pricing data as follows:

(1) If the Contracting Officer notifies the Offeror that additional cost or pricing data are required in accordance with
paragraph (a) of this clause, the data shall be certified unless an exception applies (FAR 15.403-1(b)).

(2) Exceptions from certified cost or pricing data. In lieu of submitting certified cost or pricing data, the Offeror may
submit a written request for exception by submitting the information described in the following paragraphs. The
Contracting Officer may require additional supporting information, but only to the extent necessary to determine
whether an exception should be granted, and whether the price is fair and reasonable.

(4) As specified in FAR 15.403-3(a)(4), an offeror who does not comply with a requirement to submit data that the
U.S. Contracting Officer has deemed necessary to determine price reasonableness or cost realism is ineligible for
award unless the head of the contracting activity determines that it is in the best interest of the Government to make
the award to that offeror.

(d) If negotiations are conducted, the negotiated price should not exceed the offered price.

(5) Federal Alcohol Administration Act.
(¢) The Offeror shall list which hazardous material listed in the Hazardous Material Identification and Material
Safety Data clause of this contract will be labeled in accordance with one of the Acts in paragraphs (b)(1) through
(5) of this clause instead of the Hazard Communication Standard. Any hazardous material not listed will be

interpreted to mean that a label is required in accordance with the Hazard Communication Standard.

MATERIAL (If None, Insert "None.") ACT

(d) The apparently successful Offeror agrees to submit, before award, a copy of the hazard warning label for all
hazardous materials not listed in paragraph (c) of this clause. The Offeror shall submit the label with the Material
Safety Data Sheet being furnished under the Hazardous Material Identification and Material Safety Data clause of
this contract.

(e) The Contractor shall also comply with MIL-STD-129, Marking for Shipment and Storage (including revisions
adopted during the term of this contract).
