An invoice COMBO is used to invoice for supplies or services and enables the vendor to create a separate invoice and receiving report from the same data entry session, eliminating the need to re-key data.  After an invoice COMBO is received, a Government representative will acknowledge acceptance and receipt of the service via WAWF.  After all items are properly submitted, the contract payment will be processed via DFAS electronically.

If a contractor’s recent performance differs significantly from the information in the past performance data base, the Government reserves the right to use the more current information for future awards.  Some situations that may impact future awards include, but are not limited to, cancelled resets due to the contractor’s inability to perform, adverse reports of performance, trends in performance such as repeated lateness, and/or inability to complete projects on time.

52.204-4500
INSTALLATION ACCESS REQUIREMENTS (JAN 2012)     

The contractor shall be responsible for obtaining applicable installation passes and inspections for vehicles and personnel at no additional cost to the government.  Contractor employees may be subject to background security checks/clearances in order to obtain credentials for passes.  Some installations are using programs such as RAPIDGate at a cost to the contractor.  Any costs associated with obtaining passes must be included in the proposed contract pricing prior to award of any resultant contract.
52.209-9 Updates of Publicly Available Information Regarding Responsibility Matters (JAN 2011)

(a) The Contractor shall update the information in the Federal Awardee Performance and Integrity Information System (FAPIIS) on a semi-annual basis, throughout the life of the contract, by posting the required information in the Central Contractor Registration database at http://www.ccr.gov.

(b)(1) The Contractor will receive notification when the Government posts new information to the Contractor's record.

(2) The Contractor will have an opportunity to post comments regarding information that has been posted by the Government. The comments will be retained as long as the associated information is retained, i.e., for a total period of 6 years. Contractor comments will remain a part of the record unless the Contractor revises them.

(3)(i) Public requests for system information posted prior to April 15, 2011, will be handled under Freedom of Information Act procedures, including, where appropriate, procedures promulgated under E.O. 12600.

(ii) As required by section 3010 of Public Law 111-212, all information posted in FAPIIS on or after April 15, 2011, except past performance reviews, will be publicly available.

 52.212-5     CONTRACT TERMS AND CONDITIONS REQUIRED TO IMPLEMENT STATUTES OR EXECUTIVE ORDERS--COMMERCIAL ITEMS (NOV 2011)  (DEVIATION)

(a) Comptroller General Examination of Record.  The Contractor shall comply with the provisions of this paragraph (a) if this contract was awarded using other than sealed bid, is in excess of the simplified acquisition threshold, and does not contain the clause at 52.215-2, Audit and Records-Negotiation.

(1) The Comptroller General of the United States, or an authorized representative of the Comptroller General, shall have access to and right to examine any of the Contractor's directly pertinent records involving transactions related to this contract.

(2) The Contractor shall make available at its offices at all reasonable times, the records, materials, and other evidence for examination, audit, or reproduction, until 3 years after final payment under this contract or for any shorter period specified in FAR Subpart 4.7, Contractor Records Retention, of the other clauses of this contract. If this contract is completely or partially terminated, the records relating to the work terminated shall be made available for 3 years after any resulting final termination settlement. Records relating to appeals under the disputes clause or to litigation or the settlement of claims arising under or relating to this contract shall be made available until such appeals, litigation, or claims are finally resolved.

(3) As used in this clause, records include books, documents, accounting procedures and practices, and other data, regardless of type and regardless of form. This does not require the Contractor to create or maintain any record that the Contractor does not maintain in the ordinary course of business or pursuant to a provision of law.

(b)(1) Notwithstanding the requirements of any other clause in this contract, the Contractor is not required to flow down any FAR clause, other than those in this paragraph (b)(i) in a subcontract for commercial items. (a) Minimum order.  When the Government requires supplies or services covered by this contract in an amount of less than $3,000.00, the Government is not obligated to purchase, nor is the Contractor obligated to furnish, those supplies or services under the contract.

(b) Maximum order.  The Contractor is not obligated to honor:

(1) Any order for a single item in excess of $300,000.00;

(2) Any order for a combination of items in excess of $500,000.00; or

(3) A series of orders from the same ordering office within two days that together call for quantities exceeding the limitation in subparagraph (1) or (2) above.

(c) If this is a requirements contract (i.e., includes the Requirements clause at subsection 52.216-21 of the Federal Acquisition Regulation (FAR)), the Government is not required to order a part of any one requirement from the Contractor if that requirement exceeds the maximum-order limitations in paragraph (b) above.

(d) Notwithstanding paragraphs (b) and (c) above, the Contractor shall honor any order exceeding the maximum order limitations in paragraph (b), unless that order (or orders) is returned to the ordering office within two days after issuance, with written notice stating the Contractor's intent not to ship the item (or items) called for and the reasons.  Upon receiving this notice, the Government may acquire the supplies or services from another source.

(End of clause)

52.216-22     Indefinite Quantity.  (OCT 1995)

(a) This is an indefinite-quantity contract for the supplies or services specified, and effective for the period stated, in the Schedule.  The quantities of supplies and services specified in the Schedule are estimates only and are not purchased by this contract.

(b) Delivery or performance shall be made only as authorized by orders issued in accordance with the Ordering clause.  The Contractor shall furnish to the Government, when and if ordered, the supplies or services specified in the Schedule up to and including the quantity designated in the Schedule as the "maximum".  The Government shall order at least the quantity of supplies or services designated in the Schedule as the "minimum".

(c) Except for any limitations on quantities in the Order Limitations clause or in the Schedule, there is no limit on the number of orders that may be issued.  The Government may issue orders requiring delivery to multiple destinations or performance at multiple locations.

(d) Any order issued during the effective period of this contract and not completed within that period shall be completed by the Contractor within the time specified in the order.  The contract shall govern the Contractor's and Government's rights and obligations with respect to that order to the same extent as if the order were completed during the contract's effective period; provided, that the Contractor shall not be required to make any deliveries under this contract after July 31, 2013 for the base year, July 31, 2014 if option year one is exercised, July 31, 2015 if option year two is exercised, July 31, 2016 if option year three is exercised, and July 31, 2017 if option year four is exercised.

52.217-9     OPTION TO EXTEND THE TERM OF THE CONTRACT (MAR 2000)

(a) The Government may extend the term of this contract by written notice to the Contractor within 30 days; provided that the Government gives the Contractor a preliminary written notice of its intent to extend at least 60 days before the contract expires. The preliminary notice does not commit the Government to an extension.

(b) If the Government exercises this option, the extended contract shall be considered to include this option clause.

(c) The total duration of this contract, including the exercise of any options under this clause, shall not exceed five years and six months.

52.217-4500  OPTION TO EXTEND CONTRACT DELIVERY  (AUG 2004)

  The Government may require continued delivery of any supplies within the limits and at the prices specified in the contract.  This option provision may be exercised more than once, but the total extension of the delivery period hereunder shall not exceed 6 months.  The Contracting Officer may exercise the option by written notice to the Contractor prior to expiration of the contract delivery period.

1 Generalized Operating Specifications:
1.1 Dimensions: 

1.1.1 Dimensional sizes such as length, width, and height are critical to this equipment.  These dimensions are specified throughout this document as required for planning, sizing and ordering to meet DeCA store facility planning layout plan-o-gram. 

1.2 Construction:

1.2.1 Commercial off the shelf (COTS) standard unit, no unique DeCA requirements.

1.3 Operating Characteristics that shall be provided:

1.3.1 Expected life span of this equipment is required to be 12 years or more with basic maintenance.

1.3.2 Design engineered to be a fully integrated and complete set of gondola shelving for grocery store applications.  

1.3.3 Provide a full range of component options to meet requirements for different departmental commodity display needs to include, but not limited to bakery, dry goods and health & beauty products.

1.3.4 Mixed and unmatched component set sub-configuration displays from various different manufacturers is unacceptable.

1.3.5 Minimum acceptable shelving system rated capacity is 15,000 inch pounds.  Store sizes range from small to superstore with heavy product pack-out capacity, volume flow requirements and various shelf loads.

1.3.6 System standard shelving length is four feet.  

1.3.7 Designed capability to provide two and three feet length shelving, boxed corners and column kits for a customized fit.  Custom lengths may be required to meet restrictions caused by structural obstructions in some sales areas.  

1.3.8 Base shelf depths 22, 24, 26, or 28 inches as specified.

1.3.9 Upper shelf depths 22,24,26 inches as specified.

1.3.10 Wire upper shelf depths 22, 24, 26 inches as specified.

1.3.11 Sections to be 48 to 90 inch height as specified.

1.3.12 Island display sections to be 47 to 60 inches wide (total width).

1.3.13 Wall display sections to be to 22 to 30 inches deep.   

1.3.14 Designed capability and installation team expertise to fasten half gondola wall shelving to walls and to upright refrigerated cases.

1.4.1.1 Standard upper shelf minimum balanced load 500 lb capacity, with 1.67 to1 safety factor.

1.4.1.2 Heavy duty standard upper shelf minimum balanced load 600 lb capacity, with 1.67 to 1 safety factor. 

1.4.1.3 Contoured / wrap around upper shelf minimum balanced load 150 lb capacity, with 1.67 to 1 safety factor.

1.4.1.4 Wire upper shelf minimum balanced load 150 lb capacity, with 1.67 to 1 safety factor.  Minimum .30 diameter wire with an eleven  gauge bracket.

1.4.1.5 Base shelf / deck minimum balanced load 600 lb capacity, with 1.67 to 1 safety factor.  Minimum 1000 lb capacity when equipped with additional base load leveler.  

1.4.2 Base legs: legs will set base height 5 inches above the finished floor and be reinforced to withstand the above stated weight requirements.

1.4.3 Mandatory Accessory - Kickplates: provided to shield legs from bumping and abuse or to cover the exposed surface beneath the base shelf.  To be open or closed kickplates as design requirements dictate. 

1.4.4 Mandatory Accessory - Base load supports: increase minimum base shelf capacity to 1000 pounds and provide structural support to prevent a sagging center area of the shelf or shelf structural failure.  Provided for one of every four base shelves.  Designed to provide additional support for base shelves which merchandise heavy products such as sugar and canned or bottled foods.

1.4.5 Other base and upper shelf characteristics.

1.4.5.1 Front edge of all shelves will be supplied with permanently attached price tag molding to accommodates standard size price tag and UPC tag.

1.4.5.2 Base shelf will be equipped with 1 ¼ inch up-tilt (45 to 60 degrees) price tag molding.

1.4.5.3 Each upper shelf will be furnished with a pair of support brackets independently adjustable on one inch centers.

1.4.5.4 Base and upper shelves will have two rows of ¼ inch perforations, on one inch centers, on topside of each shelf, on both front and rear to facilitate use of wire dividers, bins and other accessories.

1.4.5.5 Drop-in style shelving and tilt-in style shelving is required as specified in each order.  Drop-in shelving is generally used where vertical spacing limits use of tilt-in style shelving.

1.4.5.6 Designed to accommodate the pass-thru of electrical conduit.

1.4.6 Dump baskets.

1.4.6.1 Depth to be 22, 24, 26 inches as specified below.  Baskets 8 – 10 inches high at back, 4 – 6 inches high at front and the same width as the shelves.

1.4.6.2 Each dump basket will have price tag molding, five wire dividers 8 – 10 inch high and two shelf hangers.

1.4.6.3 Minimum load capacity of 400 pounds in the flat position.

1.4.6.4 Quantity provided to be one dump basket for every four sections of gondola shelving unless otherwise specified.

1.4.7.3 Caps will be furnished for the open top of each upright.

1.4.7.4 End covers to be provided on each exposed end of a run.

1.4.7.5 Equipped with one inch adjustable leveling devices on base supports.

1.4.8 End panels.

1.4.8.1 Constructed of solid laminated hardboard panels ¾ to one inch thick fitted onto the exposed ends of the shelving.  Comes as a pair, left and right.

1.4.8.2 The end upright divider and end of base shelf shall be covered with matching material.

1.4.8.3 Overall height of the end panels to be 48 – 90 inches to match shelving profile as specified below.

1.4.8.4 Provided squared or with rounded top as indicated below.

1.4.8.5 Provided as indicated below, may or may not be required when an end cap is used.

1.4.11.5 Provided with recessed matching fluorescent lighted canopy, 120V / 60 HZ / 1 PH, necessary hardware, and closed ends.

1.4.11.6 Hardware to attach to base shelf of adjacent fixture is required.

8 Contractor Special Considerations For Installation/De-installation Of Equipment:
8.1 Installation.
8.1.1 A factory trained installation team is required.  The hire of additional local labor is permitted. 

8.1.2 The standard performance period for de-installation of old shelving and the installation of new shelving is 12 hours.  Occasionally an extended time period is granted IAW the statement of work for the larger stores.

8.1.3 Knockdown type shelving system that is easily assembled without special tools, nuts, bolts, or special skills required.  Easy to assemble by a snap together design which does not require the use of rubber mallets, prying, or excessive force.  Critical engineered design characteristic which leads to rapid installation in the minimal time allotted for the installation period.

8.2 Shelving Disposal.

8.2.1 The requirement is to palletize the old removed shelving materials to include banding and placing it on an on-site location designated by a store representative.

8.2.2 Occasionally old shelving may be required to be removed from the premises and disposed of locally as specified by the statement of work.

8.3 Transportation and shipping.

8.3.1 The standard is for the shipping of shelving to the store by the manufacturer NLT a specified delivery date as stated in the statement of work (normally one week prior to the scheduled installation date).

8.3.2 On occasion the government will provide shipping containers to the manufacturing facility for loading by the manufacturer as required by the statement of work.  This is for overseas shipments.  The manufacturer is responsible for the proper loading and bracing of the cargo in the containers for movement by truck/rail/sea.  The government will arrange for movement of the containers to and from the manufacturing facility and to the follow-on government overseas shipping port.
